HPI: A 70-year-old female with severe late onset Alzheimer’s dementia and anxiety is seen today. She is moving around. She has a manual wheelchair that she can propel without difficulty, but staff told me that she gets up and wants to walk and I got to see that for myself. She propelled herself up to a chair, stood up on her own and self transferred without any difficulty and then later, she was sitting down at a table in the dining room and got herself up and started walking holding on to the table and staff member saw her and asked her she wanted to walk. So, staff held the patient’s arm and just walked with her down the hall and she seemed very happy to be doing that. We had no history of her ability to walk or not walk prior to admission. So given the things that I am seeing, I think that it is worthwhile and beneficial to the patient actually too.
