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ENDOSCOPY REPORT

PROCEDURE PERFORMED:
1. Esophagogastroduodenoscopy with cold biopsy and cold biopsy polypectomy.

2. Colonoscopy.

INDICATION OF PROCEDURE: Encounter for screening for colon cancer, abdominal pain, GERD, and history of iron deficiency anemia.

DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: Informed consent was obtained. Possible complications of the procedure including bleeding, infection, perforation, drug reaction as well as a possibility of missing a lesion such as a malignancy were all explained to the patient. The patient was brought to the endoscopy suite, placed in the left lateral position, sedated as per Anesthesiology Service with Monitored Anesthesia Care. A well-lubricated Olympus video gastroscope was introduced into the esophagus and advanced under direct vision to the second portion of the duodenum. Careful examination was made of the duodenal bulb and second portion of duodenum, stomach, GE junction, and esophagus. A retroflex view was obtained of the cardia. Air was suctioned from the stomach before withdrawal of the scope.
The patient was then turned around in the left lateral position. A digital rectal examination was normal. A well-lubricated Olympus video colonoscope was introduced into the rectum and advanced under direct vision to the cecum which was identified by the presence of appendiceal orifice, ileocecal valve, and confluence of folds. Careful examination was made of the cecum, ileocecal valve, ascending colon, hepatic flexure, transverse colon, splenic flexure, descending colon, sigmoid colon, and the rectum. The terminal ileum was intubated and evaluated. A retroflex view was obtained of the rectum. Boston Bowel Preparation Score was 7, 2-3-2, graded as good prep. The patient tolerated the procedure well without any complications. 
FINDINGS:

At upper endoscopy:
1. The proximal and mid esophagus appeared unremarkable.

2. The Z-line was irregular at 37 cm from the bite block with an approximately 15 mm tongue of salmon-colored mucosa that extended proximally, concerning for Barrett's esophagus; biopsies were obtained in all four quadrants based on the Seattle Protocol for evaluation. 

3. There was evidence of patchy gastric erythema. Biopsies were obtained in the antrum and body for histology.

4. There were two diminutive gastric body polyps removed with cold forceps polypectomy. These appeared to be fundic gland.

5. Unremarkable duodenum to D2 portion; this was previously biopsied without evidence of celiac disease.

At colonoscopy:

1. There was an unremarkable terminal ileum in the last 5 cm.

2. Boston Bowel Preparation Score was 7, 2-3-2, graded as a good prep.

3. There was left-sided diverticulosis coli.

4. There was evidence of grade I internal hemorrhoids that were non-bleeding noted on retroflexion.

5. Left side of the colon was tortuous.

PLAN:
1. Follow up biopsy pathology.

2. Given history of iron deficiency anemia, if the patient is found to be anemic on labs again, would likely pursue PillCam as this has not been done previously.

3. The patient notes that she has been having loose stools ever since her cholecystectomy many years ago. Concern for bile acid diarrhea. We will discuss trial of cholestyramine in the office.

4. Recommend repeat colonoscopy in five years.

5. Recommend high-fiber diet, good water intake and fiber supplementation as needed.
6. Follow up in the office as previously scheduled.

7. If the patient is found to have Barrett's esophagus, will need to be on daily PPI therapy with reevaluation with EGD in three to five years.
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
