This is a 79-year-old gentleman being seen for face-to-face. He is on hospice currently with history of malignant neoplasm of the prostate with bony metastasis, severe debilitation, neuropathy, hypertensive heart disease, left-sided weakness status post stroke, contractures of the upper extremity, protein-calorie malnutrition, COPD, weight loss, osteoarthritis along with pain related to his cancer.

He also suffers from gastroesophageal reflux. Because of this, he eats very little, also because of his cancer, he has lost weight. His hyperlipidemia is not an issue at this time because of his significant weight loss. The patient is blind in his left eye. He is eating very little. He has issues with pain which he is taking medication for. His blood pressure today was elevated at 160/90. He had not taken his clonidine yet. I told him to take that at least three times a day on regular basis and this will be communicated with the nurses and the hospice medical director via copy of this note. His pulse was 105. His MAC is 26 cm and his KPS score is 40%. His O2 sat was 93% on room air. He requires nebulizer treatments on regular basis. Given his current status without any intervention, he definitely has less than six months to live due to natural progression of his disease.
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
