Mr. Ralph is a 70-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of breast cancer. She also suffers from hypertension, recurrent urinary tract infection, recurrent falls, constipation, weight loss, liver metastasis and bone metastasis.

The patient has lost over 30 pounds, is in grave condition. She eats very little. Her appetite is diminished. She has history of anemia as well as protein-calorie malnutrition. Her KPS score is 60% currently. She lives with Vivian, her daughter, who is her primary caregiver. Vivian tells us that mother requires pain medication to keep her comfortable. She is no longer a candidate for any chemo or radiation therapy and it has been deemed by her oncologist that she has less than six months to live and subsequently has been placed on hospice. She is bowel and bladder incontinent, requires help with most ADL, expected to do poorly and, given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
