This is an 85-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of CVA.

The patient has a very flat affect. She also suffers from hypertensive heart disease, hypertension, heart failure, chronic pain, diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, muscle weakness and insomnia.

She is confused. She is oriented to person only. The folks at the group home tell me that when she does not get to go outside, she gets very depressed and it has been too cold to go outside.

O2 sats at 94% with a pulse of 89. Her blood pressure is 118/83 today. She has FAST score of 7C. She is thin. She is weak. She is ADL dependent. She wears a diaper. Her MAC has dropped from 24 cm _______ to 21 cm now.

The patient has difficulty with gait, high risk of fall. KPS score is at 30%. She has bouts of confusion related to her dementia as well as her CVA. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
