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NEUROLOGICAL REPORT

CLINICAL INDICATION:

Neurological evaluation with history of CMT and diabetic neuropathy.

Current history of clinical symptoms of lower extremity, possibly radicular or sciatic pain.

Dear Dr. Sunil,
Thank you for referring your patient Susie Wilkens for neurological evaluation.

As you know, this moderately obese former nurse has been having troubles with what were described as troubles with her Charcot-Marie-Tooth disease.

She currently complains of symptoms of gluteal pain radiating inferiorly in the lower extremity suggesting sciatica or piriformis syndrome.

She does give a history of having some symptoms of diabetic neuropathy with her type I diabetes, which by her report has not been well controlled due to her difficulty in dietary compliance despite insulin therapy.

She has an additional history of risk factors for dyssomnia for which I am obtaining sleep testing for evaluation and consideration for further treatment, which if positive may help improve her diabetic clinical symptoms.

Her neurological examination today was basically intact with preserved ambulation although she uses a walker for stability with her back symptoms.

She is alert, oriented, pleasant and appropriate for the clinical circumstances.

She demonstrates no other motor impairment.

Her sensory examination was deferred for her electrodiagnostic studies, which will be scheduled with her history of CMT.
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I am scheduling her for followup reevaluation after initiation of physical therapy for her musculoskeletal symptoms.

When she completes her electrodiagnostic evaluation and I have the results of additional laboratory testing for other clinical risks for neuropathy, I will send a followup report.
