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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that the patient had a traumatic brain injury.  The patient has a traumatic brain injury.  In July 1983, the patient was in Germany.  The patient was in training.  The patient was traveling in German.  The patient was on a traveling baseball team while in the Air Force.  His fell at the bus traveling at 105 kilometers per hour.  It was on the Autobahn.  The patient landed on backward and landed in the head and shoulder.  The patient tells me that he fell out of the bus.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient is out of consciousness for about 15 minutes.  When he woke-up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient was taken to the Base Hospital.  The patient was hospitalized for 14 days in the Base Hospital in Bitburg.
When he woke-up, the patient was confused and disoriented with the severe head pain.  The patient tells me that he does not remember much during these 14 days since he has so confused.
The patient currently has significant memory loss.  The patient has severe headaches.  The patient has loss of concentration.  The patient has difficulty to follow direction.  The patient has difficulty driving and working.  The patient has anxiety and depression symptoms.  He has significant difficulty to keep a job.  The patient *__________*.  The patient was prescribed duloxetine and hydrocodone.
The patient tells me that he is not able to perform all of his duties.  The patient is not able to concentrate.  The patient is not able to focus.  He has significant memory cognitive deficit.  He has significant memory loss.  The patient is not able to follow instructions well.  The patient significant poor concentration at work.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  It was in July 1982, in Germany, the patient was travelling for baseball for the US Air Force.  The patient tells me that he fell out of the bus traveling at 100 km/hour.  The patient tells me that he hit his head immediately and he lost consciousness.  He was out of consciousness.  When he woke up, the patient was in the hospital and he was hospitalized for 14 days at the Base Hospital in Bitburg, Germany.  Since then, the patient has significant memory loss, headaches, loss of concentration, and difficulty to focus.
It is my opinion that his head injury resulted in loss of consciousness likely traumatic brain injury.  The loss of memory, headaches, and loss of concentration and focus difficulty are all common signs and symptoms of a traumatic brain injury.
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
