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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury it was in the end of 1999.  The patient tells me that he tripped and fell on a staircase.  The patient tells me that he hit the head on the staircase.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness for about five minutes.  The patient is confused and disoriented.  The patient had severe head pain.  The patient immediately became very confused.  The patient tells me that he was much better the next day.

The next episode was in Okinawa, Japan.  The patient was in helicopter.  The patient is doing fast roping.  However, another soldier on top of him fell onto him.  He hit his head.  The patient tells me that there was severe head pain as a soldier fell on his head.  He was carrying a lot of heavy equipment gear.  He was very healthy.  As he fell down and hit his head, the patient had severe head pain.  The patient began to develop symptoms.

Next episode, the patient was in Iraq in 2008 when the patient sustained lot of injuries from RPG.  The patient tells me there were a lot of bomb explosions.  The patient tells me that he was bombed by 18 explosions from the bombs from an F18 fighter jet.  The patient tells me that he had loss of consciousness for about 10 seconds.  When he woke-up, the patient was confused and disoriented.
The patient is currently has significant symptoms.  He tells me that he has severe head got injury.  The patient has visual blurredness.  The patient has burning sensation between the ears.  The patient has difficulty concentrate and focus.  The patient has significant short-term memory loss.  The patient has difficulty to think.  The patient also has anxiety symptoms.

The patient is currently working for a Barbeque Machine Company.  The patient is in sales for Barbeque Machine.  He tells me that his symptoms are significantly affecting his job.  The patient has significant poor memory.  He needs to write down everything.  The patient got confused and disoriented very easily.  The patient has poor performance because he is not able to remember well.  The patient has difficulty to remember customers’ names.  The patient forgets his task duties.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient had three episodes of head injury including 1999 when the patient tells me he tripped and fell down a staircase and had immediate loss of consciousness.  During his service in Okinawa, during roping, another soldier fell on top of him and hit his head. The last episode was in Iraq in 2003 where there was a bomb explosion with RPG, lots of bombs from an F18 fighter jet and had loss of consciousness for about 10 seconds. Since the event, the patient has significant headaches.  The patient is confused and disoriented a lot.  The patient also had visual disturbances.  The patient has significant memory deficits and such as memory loss.  The patient also has poor concentration and focus.  It is my opinion that these are all common signs and symptoms suggesting traumatic brain injury.
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
