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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was in a traumatic brain injury in Vallejo, California in 2018.  He was in motor vehicle accident.  The patient was in motor vehicle accident resulted knocked unconscious.  The patient was hit in the head.  He was out of consciousness for about five minutes.  The patient tells me that he has significant confusion and disorientation when he wakes up.  The patient does not remember what happened.  The patient was hospitalized.  When he woke up, he found he was brought to the hospital.  The patient was confused for a few minutes.  When he woke up, the patient had severe pain, dizziness, and lightheadedness.
The patient currently has significant brain fog.  The patient has difficulty in concentration.  The patient has difficulty to speak at times.  The patient has difficulty to use words.  The patient is unable to articulate words.  The patient has severe headaches almost every day.  The patient has nausea and vomiting in the morning.  The patient has loss of balance.  He is dizzy.  He has loss of appetite.  The patient has difficulty to sleep.  The patient is unable to remember details of events.
Currently, the patient is working in a warehouse.  The patient tells me that his symptoms are significantly affecting his job.  The patient tells me that he makes lot of mistakes.  He has difficulty remember his task duties.  He needs to write down everything.  Yet, he is doing mistakes.  The patient has significant difficulty to focus and concentrate at work.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient had significant motor vehicle accident in 2019 in California.  The patient was involved in a motor vehicle accident.  The patient was knocked in the head.  His head got hit in his car then he has loss of consciousness.  The patient had loss of consciousness for five minutes.  When he woke-up, he has extreme confusion and disorientation.  He tells me that he was confused and disoriented for the next 2 to 3 hours.  The patient was brought in the emergency room in the hospital for further evaluation.  Since the event, the patient has significant brain fog, difficulty to concentration, difficulty to articular words, or severe headache, nausea, and vomiting.  The patient also has dizziness.
It is my opinion that got the head injury in 2018, during the car accident in California resulted in loss of consciousness.  The patient states that it is likely traumatic brain injury event.  It is followed by confusion, disorientation and headache when he woke-up.  Now, he has significant neurological symptoms including brain fog and difficulty concentrate and focus, dizziness, severe headaches, nausea, vomiting, and anxiety difficulties.  It is my opinion that these symptoms are very common for traumatic brain injury.
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
