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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in September 2022.  The patient was riding a motor scooter.  The patient tells me that he was hit the curve as he was trying to avoid being hit by a car.  His motor scooter hit the curve, the patient fell off the scooter.  The patient hit the ground and hit the head.  The patient hit the pavement.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness for about 15 seconds.  The patient was lying on the ground.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has severe head pain.  The patient was lightheaded.  The patient tells me that he had immediate dizziness, tunneling vision and headaches.  The patient tells me that he had these dizziness, tunnel vision, and headache symptoms for several months after the event.
The patient currently has brain fog symptoms.  The patient has poor memory and poor memory recollection issues.  The patient has tunneling vision.  The patient has hypersensitivity to stimulation.  The patient is sensitive to light.  The patient has pulsating headaches.  The patient is not able to articulate concisely.  The patient has increase anxiety and stress symptoms.  The patient is taking naproxen as needed for the headaches.
The patient is currently active duty in the Coast Guard.  The patient works in search and rescue.  The patient tells me that his brain fog and memory cognitive deficit are significant affecting the way he does his job.  He will forget things.  He has poor memory.  The patient is not able to remember his task duties.  The patient tells me that his headache was also affecting his concentration.  The patient is not able to focus very well.  The patient was sensitive to light, which is also affecting his job as a search and rescue.
