CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with complaint of left shoulder pain, right shoulder pain, and abnormal laboratory test.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that left shoulder pain started two months ago and since then he has pain on and off and the pain level is 5 or 6. Similar problem in the right shoulder and the patient had a laboratory test which showed slightly elevated blood glucose and the patient is advised on low-carb healthy diet.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
