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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 1980.  The patient tells me that he was in San Jose, California.  The patient tells me that he was involved in police brutality.  The patient tells me that he was hit by police blunt club, that hit his face and jaw.  Hit was so hard to the point that his jaw was broken.  The patient tells me that his pain has been constant.  The patient tells me that he immediately had loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that he woke up in the hospital.  When he woke up, the patient tells me that he was feeling confused, disoriented, and also because of severe headache.  The patient also has significant jaw pain because he tells me that his jaw was broken.  The patient remained headaches and confused for several days.
In 1979, the patient was in the Fort Benning, Georgia in basic training.  The patient tells me that he was firing a missile.  He tells me that the missile has such back force in which the site of the missile hit his face.  The patient tells me that it resulted into significant black eye.  The patient tells me that affected his right eye and now he has right eye vision loss.  He did not lose consciousness.
The patient currently has symptoms, including forgetfulness, headaches, and quick to anger in the patient, forgetfulness, dizziness, unsociable, uncomfortable in crowds, anxiety, blurred vision, memory loss, and stress.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 1980, the patient tells me police hit him with the club, onto his head.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  He was out of consciousness until he woke up in the hospital in San Jose California.  The patient tells me that the hit was so severe that broke his jaw.  The patient tells me that he has severe headache when he woke up.  He was confused and disoriented.  Since the event, the patient has significant headaches.  The patient has dizziness, cognitive deficits, and memory loss.  The patient tells me that he also has blurred vision.
MoCA examination showed that he missed all five on the delay recall.  He clearly shows that he has memory deficit on examination.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury, in 1980 with club hitting his head resulting in loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me he has lost consciousness immediately followed by headache, confusion, and disorientation.  Currently, he is still having significant headaches, dizziness, poor memory, memory loss, these all common signs and symptoms suggesting for traumatic brain injury.
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
