CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 58-year-old female referred for cardiovascular evaluation. 
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 58-year-old female with a history of polyneuropathy, diabetes, hypertension, urinary tract infection, who had been admitted to San Leandro Hospital with chest pain. She had been discharged and was subsequently referred for cardiovascular evaluation. She reports occasional exertional chest pain which is associated with shortness of breath. She has had no palpitations.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Polyneuropathy.

2. Diabetes.

3. Hypertension.

MEDICATIONS: Iron sulfate one tablet daily, neomycin, i.e., neosporin apply topically two times daily, Bactrim Double Strength 800/160 mg take one tablet by mouth twice daily, Kerendia 10 mg tablet, glipizide 10 mg one daily, albuterol HFA, i.e., Ventolin inhale two puffs every four hours as needed for shortness of breath or wheezing, FreeStyle Libre 2L use as directed, __________ 5/10 units inject into the skin t.i.d. daily before meals, atorvastatin 40 mg h.s. The patient apparently had discontinuation of amlodipine.
ALLERGIES: METFORMIN results in nausea and vomiting and IBUPROFEN results in nausea and vomiting. 
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother had bone cancer. Father had diabetes and CVA.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient denies cigarette smoking, alcohol or drug use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: She reports recent weight loss.

Head: History of trauma.
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Eyes: Impaired vision.

Ears: Deafness.

Gastrointestinal: The patient reports nausea, vomiting, and heartburn. She further reports constipation. Weight greater than 350 pounds.
Neurologic: She reports dizziness and incoordination.

Psychiatric: The patient reports nervousness.

Endocrine: She reports heat intolerance and cold intolerance.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 123/67, pulse 81, respiratory rate 18, height 65”, and weight 191.6 pounds.

IMPRESSION: This is a 58-year-old female with a history of chest pain with exertion. The patient is noted to be a poor historian. However, she has multiple risk factors for coronary artery disease. 
PLAN: We will proceed with echocardiogram to assess LV function. We will then proceed with exercise treadmill testing to evaluate for symptoms of cardiovascular disease. Further evaluation pending response to exercise.
