CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 77-year-old female who states that she does not have a cardiac complaint. She states that she has had diarrhea and vomiting.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 77-year-old Hispanic female who reports that she went to visit Mexico. She subsequently developed diarrhea and vomiting. She had initially continued with symptoms of diarrhea and vomiting, but those have now resolved. She has had no cardiorespiratory symptoms.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: External neck, the patient also reports having undergone a cholecystectomy.
MEDICATIONS: Atorvastatin one daily and levothyroxine 100 mcg one daily.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies. 
FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No cigarette smoking, alcohol or drug use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 121/65, pulse 65, respiratory rate 16, height 51”, and weight 145 pounds.
