MEDICATIONS: Diclofenac misoprostol 75/200 mcg one tablet b.i.d., vitamin D2 50,000 units q. weekly, hydrochlorothiazide 50 mg one daily, ibuprofen 600 mg one four times p.r.n., lidocaine 5% patch place one patch onto the skin for 12 hours, losartan 50 mg one daily, losartan 25 mg one daily, MultiVite one daily, nifedipine 60 mg tablet daily, potassium chloride 10 mEq one daily, Prevnar 20, semaglutide 2 mg dose inject 2 mg into the skin once a week, vitamin B complex take one daily, acetaminophen 500 mg take one tablet every six hours p.r.n., albuterol HFA inhale two puffs into the lungs every four hours, aspirin 81 mg daily, and atorvastatin 40 mg one h.s.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies. 
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother had cancer of the palate and diabetes. Father had diabetes. Maternal aunts and uncles all had diabetes.
