The patient presents with rash on his body for five days and irritation of right eye for one day.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Rash x 5 days; according to mother, recurrent in the spring every year. She states that he plays outside a lot in the woods on the ground. He has been given *__________* topical in the past, has been using it again, but it is not helping him now and also given over-the-counter Benadryl.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Other than above, uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Slight irritation to right eye for couple of days, sent home from school.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight inflammation to right conjunctiva without matting. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: No CVA tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Small, faint papular eruption on upper chest scattered on the posterior back and extremities measuring approximately 2 mm without evidence of inflammation or cellulitis, pustule formation. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Skin rash, probable contact dermatitis, recurrent by history, apparently viral conjunctivitis of the right eye.
PLAN: The patient was given a prescription for prednisone and erythromycin ophthalmic for the right eye. The patient released to return to school. Advised to avoid dirt, woods outside to see if rash would clear. If it continues to reoccur, would need to follow up with pediatrician for further evaluation and treatment and must be seen here as needed.
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
