CC: Edema.
HPI: A 68-year-old male with chronic medical issues, he is generally bed bound though he can sit up in his manual wheelchair. His parents were in seeing him and were concerned about swelling of his left leg particularly in comparison to the rest of his body including his right leg. They asked that he be seen once they knew that I was in the area. When I went in, the patient was seated upright in his manual wheelchair, he was eating feeding himself food his parents had brought from the outside and they looked concerned about his edema. He then pointed to swelling that also includes bilateral lower back extending to his chest wall and abdomen and stated his father brought up that he had also had swelling of his genital area. The patient stated that his scrotum was large and it was uncomfortable trying to walk. He is able to walk short distance in his room. When seen one week ago today, none of what is being viewed today was present. After discussion with family who had wanted to take him to the ER, I told them that we needed to look at getting him seen for admission, which would of course require going through the ER. At the request, I contacted Mercy Hospital, spoke to the ER attending Dr. McGann and basically gave report on the patient also letting her know that he is on Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d. for a history of DVT so that the concerns for the left leg would be more limited to generalized edema, but of course there is an asymmetry that is concerning. EMSA was contacted and the patient was taken to the ER with parents following and we will wait to hear the evaluation and course of treatment. My hope is that he is admitted for IV diuresis, which would be much faster than oral diuresis and again ruling out of a left lower extremity DVT.
