CC: Medication discussion.
HPI: A 90-year-old gentleman seen as he was entering his room, he wanted to talk to me about his medications and I informed him that his medications would be reviewed through my office and that I spoke with my practice person that all of his medications are to be filled 90 days at a time. He tells me that he just got his 90-day fill, but they did not have refills noted and I told him that is what my office is handling. I also observed the patient walking using his walker. He has foot drop on the right side, but manages it and today has not had any recent falls.

DIAGNOSES: Gout, gait instability requires walker and for distance a wheelchair, hyperlipidemia, anemia secondary to CKD, CKD stage IV; on 09/20/2023, creatinine 2.24, hypoproteinemia with T-protein 5.9, CAD, CHF, and umbilical hernia.

MEDICATIONS: Torsemide 40 mg q.d., allopurinol 100 mg q.d., metoprolol 25 mg h.s., ______ mg q.a.m., omeprazole 20 mg q.d., Zocor 20 mg q.d., ASA 325 mg q.d., gabapentin 300 mg b.i.d., and Flonase p.r.n.

ALLERGIES: CORTISONE, INDOMETHACIN, and PHENYLBUTAZONE.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Pleasant older male who just seemed to want to have conversation, ______ x3. He has clear coherent speech. He does have some occasional memory lapses that he catches himself and corrects himself. ______. He is able to voice his need and understands given information.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates with a walker. Moves limbs in a fairly normal range of motion. He has trace bilateral ankle edema.
