HPI: “I have contacted Valir Hospice after having spoken to the patient’s POA/daughter and she stated she has heard of Valir and is agreeable to their service. I spoke with the admitting nurse regarding Ms. Robertson’s history and then I spoke with her after the patient was seen. We discussed having comfort measures available as they would be of benefit to the patient now from a respiratory and cardiac perspective. I then spoke with both the patient and daughter regarding Roxanol and Ativan in the face of what she is experiencing that it would ease the work of respiration as well as help her to rest and sleep. Daughter is in agreement with that and the patient is going to trust both of us. I reviewed labs that were requested through her rheumatologist drawn in January and daughter informs me that she is scheduled for her next appointment mid April, but will contact their office and likely have the date to move back. The patient is currently using her walker and I told her wheelchair would be here tomorrow and recommended that she try using that for the next few days and then as needed. The patient denied any pain when seen.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Hospice initiation. Valir Hospice will follow the patient. They were out here in a timely manner got needed paperwork signed and O2 both portable and concentrator ordered and will be delivered tomorrow and wheelchair has also been ordered. Roxanol and Ativan will likely be here in the morning and I would recommend that the patient received them at minimum h.s. and possibly during the day for anxiety the Ativan be given.
