HPI: An 88-year-old female who was seen this afternoon with her husband and the issue of code status was brought up as I had previously spoken to Mr. Hanna about code status and he told me that he would let me know what they thought and there has been a visit since then where nothing was mentioned. So, I brought it up and he stated that after I had described what happens to the body when aggressive CPR is done to an older patient in particular someone with osteoporosis that it is something he does not want for himself or for his wife and so he states that they were both want to be DNR. I told him that I would fill out the form for both of them and place them in chart. Later I noticed both Mr. and Mrs. Hanna walking with the walker. She was trailing him. They had already gone to a dental appointment and returned, had dinner and they were having their after dinner walk in the facility and the next thing I was told is that she had fallen going down to her knees. So, the patient was checked and examined. She denied any pain. I think she was just a little bit shaken up by having fallen and other people being present as there was an activity going on in the day room. So, she was able to weight bear and return to her room using the walker, but staff doing standby assist and her husband was beside her as well. She just had some redness on her knees, but otherwise no injury.
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
