CC: Request medication change.
HPI: A 73-year-old female seen in room. The patient has a history of chronic pain issues with both oral and topical pain treatment. Salonpas patches were ordered 02/14/24 and the patient states that her POA was not able to bring the man, so she requests to discontinue that order. The patient has moderate Parkinson’s disease. She is followed by Dr. K whom prescribes her medications and has adjusted; most recently started her on Rytary with benefit.
DIAGNOSES: Advanced Parkinson’s disease, gait instability requires a walker, history of falls, anxiety disorder, glaucoma, hypothyroid, hypertension, HTN HLD, insomnia, and chronic pain.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 02/14/2024 note.
ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.
CODE STATUS: Full code.
DIET: NAS.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient seated on couch watching TV, was attentive when I came in.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/69, pulse 75, respiratory rate 14, and weight 124 pounds.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates with a walker. For short distance, she will use a wheelchair that she is transported in. She has no lower extremity edema. She has an upper extremity tremor that tonight was just minimal. The patient is receiving wound care through Previse for ulceration on left foot between first and second and second and third toe.
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The patient has a second hammertoe and the way it overlaps has just caused a lot of moistness and maceration of the tissue leading to an ulcer that is now nearly healed and the patient is happy to see her foot looked normal for the first time and a long time and states that the pain in that area is now gone and she thinks the color of her skin on her toes is improved as well.
NEURO: She makes eye contact. She is able to tell me what she needs. Her speech is clear. It takes her a little bit to get her words together.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. The patient request we will discontinue Salonpas patches.

2. Left foot hammertoe and tissue breakdown treated by Previse and area is now almost completely healed.
