CC: Request change in O2 usage.

HPI: An 89-year-old female who has been on O2 since hospitalization for pneumonia that has been some time. The patient has OSA and wears a CPAP. So she is on so she is on O2 at h.s. She was in her recliner. Last week when I saw her, she had complained of low back pain and leg pain, so we had applied Icy-hot. She said that it had really helped her. Today when I asked how it was going, she said she has not used it since because she thought it burned her skin.

DIAGNOSES: Chronic pain management, peripheral neuropathy, chronic nocturnal leg cramping, obstructive sleep apnea with CPAP, and dysphagia.

ALLERGIES: Multiple; see chart.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 02/21/24 note.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and appears quiet relaxed in her recliner

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 132/61, pulse 70, respirations 16, and weight 137 pounds.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Decreased bibasilar breath sounds today. No cough. Symmetric excursion.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates with a walker. She has trace ankle edema. She has been keeping her leg elevated more and that has really been of benefit. As previously, she would always have +1 to 2.

NEUROLOGIC: She is oriented x 2. She has to reference for date and time. Sometimes speech is hesitant. She has to find her words, but she is able to make her point and she can make her needs know. She can be smiling and pleasant and other times serious.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Order that the patient requests O2 per nasal canula at 2.5 liters h.s only.
