CC: Electric wheelchair discussion.
HPI: A 76-year-old gentleman who uses a manual wheelchair to get around the facility; he propels it without difficulty. The patient is able to self-transfer and he has not had any falls that I am aware of. The patient had x-rays of bilateral knees on 01/16/24 secondary to pain complaints and while it was noted there was no acute fracture or dislocation, he does have moderate osteoarthritis of both knees left greater than right. No noted suprapatellar effusions and noted vascular calcifications. The patient’s friend and POA Rob Shafer had approached me yesterday when I was also here and he told me that he had checked with the VA physicians and the patient qualifies for an electric wheelchair, but he needs documentation from me as to what his diagnoses are that would qualify him. So the patient was seen today in his room; he was watching television and when I asked him if he had talked with his friend Rob and he said not today and I told him that he had spoken with me yesterday regarding the patient receiving an electric wheelchair. JD’s face had a curious expression on it and I asked if he had had an appointment that Rob had been with him and this was discussed; he said no and that he had not had an appointment in the VA in over a month, so he knew nothing about electric wheelchair. I told him that my concern was if he had electric wheelchair it would eliminate the only physical activity that he gets and the patient nodded his head in agreement. When I asked Rob if it was something he had discussed with JD, he had not discussed it; he on his own while he was at the VA started finding different people working his way up the chain to see what would be needed for him to qualify and the patient see would acknowledge later that he was caught off guard by this. So the request well intended for the patient to have an electric wheelchair will not be pursued. The patient states that he gets along fine with his manual wheelchair and he understands where I am coming from that he needs to do physical activity and if it means just propelling his wheelchair, then that is what he does and he does not see himself as just sitting in electric wheelchair all day. So that is no longer an issue on the table.
