CC: Followup on fall risk precautions.

HPI: A 90-year-old with advanced Parkinson’s disease and gait instability after several falls last week had put into place a bed and chair alarm as well as a clip alarm. He is able to remove the clip alarm. He is able to remove the clip alarm, it is not restraint, however, he has not been removing it. He was observed in his recliner resting comfortably sleeping. Staff reported for lunch he did not want to come out but he wanted food brought to him and it does not appear that he has eaten any of his food. He tends to spend time in his room unless made to come out onto the unit for short period of time. When I was here last week, I had him brought out and he actually seemed to be comfortable. He moved his wheelchair so that he could be positioned where more of the male residents were located. He has had no falls in the past week and improved compliance with medications and overall care.

DIAGNOSES:  Advanced Parkinson’s disease with related dementia, gait instability in wheelchair, OA of bilateral knees, and sleep apnea.

ALLERGIES: KEFLEX.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 02/08/23.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular with cut meat and thin liquid.

HOSPICE: Loving Care.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient resting comfortably in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 134/95, pulse 70, temperature 97.2, respirations 16, and O2 sat 94%.

RESPIRATORY: Decreased bibasilar breath sounds with relatively clear lung fields and no cough.
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SKIN: He still has covered areas of skin tears that are healing and some bruises visible on his forearm dorsum of both hands. He has trace bilateral LEE.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Falls with fall risk precautions in place x1 week and no falls since then. The patient has been compliant with the use of the clip not removing it. We will just continue to monitor.
