CC: Lab review.

HPI: An 81-year-old with moderately advanced Alzheimer’s disease seen in room. She shares an apartment with her husband. She was napping after lunch and did not awaken after saying her name so left her alone.

DIAGNOSES: Moderately advanced Alzheimer’s disease, CVA late effects of left dominant side hemiplegia and seizures which are managed, HLD, osteoporosis, depression and dysphagia.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 02/08/23.

ALLERGIES: PCN.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Mechanical soft with thin liquid.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient resting comfortably.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 139/87, pulse 74, temperature 97.7, respirations 18, and O2 sat 98%.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has good muscle mass and fair motor strength. Ambulates independently. She is slow, but takes her time and there are times though she does require a wheelchair due to being unsteady and is cooperative on those days. She has trace to +1 lower extremity edema.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x 1-2. She remains verbal, but speaks infrequently. Able to voice needs. Requires assist with four of six ADLs.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. CMP review. Glucose 159 was a postprandial draw. So likely related to meal. Otherwise labs of CMP and CBC are WNL. No intervention required.
