CC: Lab review.

HPI: An 86-year-old who was in the apartment. He shares with his wife however hospice aide was bathing him. So he was not seen. He had his annual lab work done that is reviewed and unit nurse will contact family.

DIAGNOSES: Moderately advanced Alzheimer’s disease, depression, GERD, BPSD of angering and agitation stabilized.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged since 02/08/23.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is not seeing.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 109/60, pulse 58, temperature 96.1, respirations 16, and O2 sat 95%.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. CMP review. Grossly WNL. He had a mild elevation of BUN to 26 and ALT of 61. Otherwise CMP WNL and CBC very mild anemia with an H&H of 13.1 and 40.8 Indices WNL. No intervention required.
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
