CC: Behavioral issues.
HPI: A 93-year-old who I was contacted regarding over the weekend for argumentative interaction with staff and difficult to redirect. The patient has advanced dementia with behavioral issues. He can be quite loud and stubborn insisting on things his way he is though dependent on others for assist with 5/6 ADLs. He had been started on ABH gel 2/25/2 mg 1.5 mL b.i.d. routine and q.6 p.r.n. for two weeks and that had expired by this weekend. When seen in patient’s room today he was sitting in a side chair beside his bed and he was asking when he could get out of here and what he needed to do, when I told him that it was his son’s decision on taking him. But I did point out to him that he needed help with everything he was unable to stand on his own, had difficulty propelling his manual wheelchair, which he then brought up the case for why he did not have his electric wheelchair and I pointed out to him that he had broken a mirror by running into it and ruined some furniture by tearing into the side of it and ran to the back wall of the elevator when he was in train and not able to stop his wheelchair. So he is now in a manual wheelchair and staff is making him have to propel himself which is capable of. As he is arguing that he can do everything for himself I have noticed that he was sitting with his khaki pants unzipped and he had urinated all the length of his pant leg to his knees. Also talked to staff about rather than trying to make sense of things when he is argumentative to just walk away.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced dementia, gait instability in manual wheelchair, senile debility, unable to stand or transfer, HTN, hypothyroid, DM II, OAB, bilateral LEE, and neuropathy.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol ES 1 g t.i.d., ASA 81 mg q.d., Proscar q.d., Lasix 40 mg q.d., levothyroxine 75 mcg q.d., MiraLax q.d., KCl 10 mEq q.d., senna two tablets q.d., Flomax q.d., and restart ABH gel 2/25/2 mg/mL 1.5 mL b.i.d. routine and q.6h. p.r.n.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Gait instability and manual wheelchair, which he can propel if he does not have a choice and does so without difficulty.

2. Urinary incontinence becoming more of an issue as he is defiant to wear adult briefs that needs to start and despite resistance and will talk with family about that.
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
