CC: Behavioral issues.

HPI: An 89-year-old with advanced endstage vascular dementia. The patient has no awareness of his lack of judgment or insight and has no boundaries either with staff or other residents. He is wheelchair bound and propels his WC, approaches other residents trying to get them out of their chairs to stand up when he is not able to stand up safely and the residents are nonambulatory. Recently, he required continual watching and redirection. He does not follow redirection, becomes agitated and hostile. It is difficult to have him amongst the other residents because he then begins different issues as already described. In the dining room, he feeds himself. He focuses on his p.o. intake. He varies in his resistance to personal care. The patient is incontinent of B&B and requires a transfer assist. 
DIAGNOSES: Advanced vascular dementia, BPSD in the form of constant motion, non-redirectable, becomes agitated, interferes with the patient care, advanced OA bilateral knees, peripheral neuropathy, macular degeneration, ankylosing spondylitis, and wheelchair use as unstable to ambulate, COPD and DM II.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 02/08/23.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE.

CODE STATUS: DNR.
DIET: Regular NCS with protein drink t.i.d.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient was observed when he was in the group. He rapidly propels his wheelchair around. He approached a female resident from the side trying to get her to stand up and had to be redirected, it took some effort. 
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 144/75, pulse 76, temperature 97.5, respirations 18, O2 sat 98%, and weight 174.8 pounds.

NEURO: Orientation to self only. He is verbal and it is often clear, but random and out of context and then at times he can give limited information. 
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Increased BPSD. Haldol will be increased to 1 mg a.m. and 2 p.m. with the p.r.n. Haldol order for 1 mg t.i.d. and then Seroquel increased to 100 mg at 7 p.m. I have observed the patient post 1 mg Haldol p.r.n. at 02:24. He is seated in activity participating in a passing of a big balloon. He has come in contact with it and passed it appropriately forward to other residents. He is awake and focused.
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
