


PROGRESS NOTE

CC: Easy bruising and kidney pain.

HPI: A 76-year-old seen in room resting comfortably. She was alert and she is able to give information. It was notable that she had a bruise under her right eye. The patient is on Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d. and Plavix q.d. She denies any trauma or pressure to the sides. In addition to under her eye, she has a bruise on the top of her right shoulder, then starting to go down the backside of the upper arm and reports having areas of little dots popping up that are bruises and states are green in color. They were in the line of her brief and we did not get to looking at that. She denies having a bloody nose or coughing up blood-tinged sputum and no hematuria. Denies bright red blood when wiping from BM. She feels at her baseline. She also is working on getting an appointment with her previous rheumatologist, Dr. Craig Carson. She was seen by his PA and hopes that she is still there. She has not been seen there in some time. She feels the deformity in her hands is becoming more so. She had been last time on methotrexate and wondered whether I would put her back on that and I just told her to wait to until she has her appointment. As to her kidney pain, she has some dysuria, but it is more discomfort in her low back and lower pelvic area. Denies fevers or chills. The patient states she will be starting cardiac rehab at OHH South. She goes for evaluation tomorrow and then we will determine what her rehab schedule is thereafter. 
DIAGNOSES: Atrial fibrillation – on anticoagulant, HTN, HLD, COPD, hypothyroid, anxiety disorder, MCI, depression, allergic rhinitis, and a history of UTIs – on methenamine hippurate.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 02/08/23 note.

ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.

CODE STATUS: Full code.
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DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and verbal, gives information. 
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 142/65, pulse 66, temperature 97.5, respirations 18, and O2 sat 98%.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No M, R. or G. PMI nondisplaced.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

NEURO: Alert, makes eye contact. Speech clear. She is verbose, at times has to be redirected. She is able to give information.

SKIN: She has a light blue bruise under her right eye. Conjunctivae clear. A bruise that is also violaceous and appears to be resolving on the top of her right shoulder and has progressed down the backside of her upper arm. No bruises elsewhere. Her navel, however, there is excoriation around it with skin broken and redness. There appears to be some bruising around the navel and she states that she does not show her navel to people because she has problems with it getting yeast infection and thinks she has one now, but does not ask for help. She states it itches and can be tender at times.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Dysuria with back/pelvic pain. UA with C&S and pending results, will go from there.

2. Cutaneous candida. This is of her naval. Nystatin cream thin film t.i.d. to cleaned area.

3. Palpable lymph node. This is in the right groin area the site which she had cardiac catheterization for recent aortic valve replacement. She has a palpable, but mobile lymph node that is nontender. I reassured her nothing to be concerned about and that it will reduce in firmness with time.
