CC: Gait instability.

HPI: An 83-year-old who is now discharged from Select HH due to stability. She gets around in a manual wheelchair that she can propel. She does try to get up at times spontaneously and has to be redirected. The patient is a transfer assist and there have been questions about her weightbearing stability. Nursing staff who work with her in Highlands suggest PT which is very reasonable. I saw the patient to talk to her. She just looked at me blankly and then said she could not hear me and despite speaking much, still could not. So, I let it pass. Staff reports that she continues to come to meals but today she was a bit grumpy, but no acting out directed toward anyone. 
DIAGNOSES: Lewy body dementia with BPSD at times of increased irritability targeted toward others and bipolar disorder.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 01/11/23 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated in her wheelchair, just looking about randomly, confused expression on her face. 
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 108/60, pulse 70, temperature 97.1, respirations 17, and O2 sat 95%.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: She propels herself around in a manual wheelchair with an increase in spontaneous standing and decreased weightbearing stability. 

NEURO: Orientation x 1. She has verbal capacity. It is random. Not able to give information. She is very HOH which affects her communication. She can voice her needs at times.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Gait instability. Focus on function for PT and we will see what they also suggest as far as goals.
