HPI: A 99-year-old seen in the room. She is on torsemide 20 mg q.d. She previously also had an afternoon dose, but did not like the frequency of urination so it was cut back and that was in January. Otherwise, she feels good and after our talking, her daughter happened to come in to visit her as well so she listened. 

DIAGNOSES: Lower extremity edema and lower extremity DVT. I have discontinued Eliquis as of last week and HTN.

MEDICATIONS: Torsemide 40 mg q.d. with torsemide 20 mg 1 p.m. MWF, metoprolol 75 mg h.s., clonidine 0.2 mg b.i.d. and KCl 10 mEq MWF.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular bite-size food.

CODE STATUS: DNR. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Pleasant older female who is able to communicate her needs.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 168/70, pulse 79, temperature 97.1, and respirations 18.

NEURO: Orientation x 2 to 3. Speech clear and pleasant.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is propelling herself around the room with her recliner. She has trace to +1 edema dorsum of right foot and trace on the left, negative ankle and pretibial areas.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: LEE. Add torsemide 20 mg at 1 p.m. MWF with 10 mEq of KCl on those days.
