CC: Spoke to son/POA regarding hospice and then spoke to the patient.

HPI: An 88-year-old who Valir Hospice was ordered for on 02/23/23. I contacted and spoke to Son/POA Monty that same night. POA resides in Michigan and I tried to give him as much information as I could that night and Valir Hospice contacted him the following day, spoken with him, answered questions and then sent him information and along with the information sent him the consent forms that he needed to sign and that was also explained to him. Since that time, there has been no contact made by Monty to hospice. So we contacted him today, myself and the DON via a speaker phone call. He states that his father tells him he is getting stronger and that he gets out in his wheelchair and visits on the unit with other people and then his cousins who visit maybe once a week for a short period of time reported that he is doing quite well and he stated that based on that information, they wanted to delay it until it was needed. He made it very clear that delaying it until when he needs it will be too late because he is at this point nearing end of life more than son is aware of. I told him that his weight is 117 pounds. He is no longer able to propel his manual wheelchair or self transfer. While he is fully incontinent of urine, he is now becoming incontinent of bowel. I told him that he spends his time either sitting in his room alone in his wheelchair or in bed and that as a result of both things, he has had multiple skin breakdown or skin inflammation issues that have needed to be treated. I then read him the orders since January that had been given regarding skincare developing into infection or wound care orders. Also reminded him of the benefits of hospice after discussion. He then stated he would sign the paperwork and forward it to hospice tomorrow. I told him that whatever he chose to do, that this would be my last conversation with him regarding hospice. The patient then later wanted to know about the discussion with his son. He stated that he is very happy with it and everybody here and the help that they have given. I told him “you are not in trouble, nothing is going to happen, you don’t have to leave, we are just looking at a new form of help to add what you are already given and I told the benefits to him and he stated that he had met the girl from this hospice and that she was very nice and I told him I think he would do well with them.
