Dear Dr. Russonella:
Thank you for referring Mr. Jerome Hayes for Infectious Disease evaluation. The patient is a 16-year-old male who recently had surgery on his left AC joint requiring reconstruction. Postoperatively, he developed keloid and a small pustule at the site of one of the sutures. This was drained. The patient was placed on oral Bactrim therapy with minimal improvement; later switched to oral cefdinir and returns today for followup.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative for hypertension or asthma.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Only remarkable for left AC joint surgery on 11/18/2024 and reconstruction on 02/12/2025.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: The patient has allergy to EGGS.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Nondrinker. Nonsmoker.
FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Well-nourished and well-developed male.

VITAL SIGNS: Height 6’2”. Weight 215 pounds. Blood pressure 110/70. Pulse 76. Respiratory rate 18.

HEENT: Head normal. Ears normal. Nose normal. Throat normal.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: S1 and S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: No cyanosis. No clubbing. No edema. Left AC joint has a healed incision going from anterior to posterior. There is minimal residual keloid. There is no drainage. There is no pus. There is no redness. There is no swelling. The patient has good range of motion of the shoulder without pain or discomfort. Musculature and nerves intact.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is unremarkable.

LABS: Labs from Hudson Regional are pending.

IMPRESSION: Healed wound status post AC joint reconstruction and revision, status post keloid removal with incision and drainage. No evidence of ongoing deep seated infection. Recommended to continue and complete the course of cefdinir. No need for additional antimicrobial therapy at this time. The patient has been instructed to call this office. Parents were present. They understand any problems or concerns they can call here and of course will forward any additional information to our attention as soon as possible.
