HISTORY: This is a 14-year-old female here with a painful lump on her left upper eyelid. The patient is accompanied my mother who states that symptoms have been there since three days ago. She stated lesion started small, is now bigger and more painful.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Child denies double vision or blurred vision. She denies trauma. Mother says she gets tired frequently and she does not know why.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Blood pressure is 116/69.

Pulse is 89.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 97.2.

HEENT: Normal. Left Eye: Upper lid painful papule with surrounding erythema. Conjunctiva is injected. No discharge. No bleeding. There is no periorbital edema or erythema. There is no periorbital tenderness.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute conjunctivitis.
2. Stye.
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PLAN: The patient was educated on how to take care of her stye at home namely with warm compress apply for about 5 to 15 seconds once or twice daily and to use the antibiotics for infection of her conjunctiva. The patient says she understands and will comply. She was sent home with the following medication: Gentamicin 0.3% ophthalmic solution, she will do two drops three times a day for 10 days, #10 mL Mother was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states they have none.
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
