CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 68-year-old African American male referred for cardiovascular evaluation.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

DATA REVIEW: EKG demonstrates sinus rhythm at 70 beats per minute, leftward axis, nonspecific T-wave abnormality. Examination is otherwise unremarkable.
IMPRESSION:
1. Abnormal EKG.

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PLAN:
1. CBC, chem-20, hemoglobin A1c, lipid panel, TSH, urinalysis, PSA, HIV, RPR, echocardiogram, and FIT test.
2. Refer to Dr. Ralph Peterson for colonoscopy.

3. Flu shot and Pneumovax.

4. Follow up in one month.
