MEDICAL INFORMATION AVAILABLE for REVIEW PRIOR to EXAMINATION: Yes. Medical records from a Disability Review Report.
INFORMANT: Norma Martinez who is the mother of the claimant.
IDENTIFYING INFORMATION: This is an 11-year 12-month-old male who presented with his mother for a disability evaluation to evaluate allegations of attention deficit hyperactive disorder, cancer remission of leukemia T-cell 2 disorder and cyclic vomiting. The mother is presently self-employed and cleans houses and offices for a living. She is a single mother with four other children that she cares for. She presently lives in a house with her children and her son Matthew has been on disability for seven years.
ALLEGATIONS:

1. ATTENTION DEFICIT HYPERACTIVE DISORDER.

2. CANCER REMISSION WITH A HISTORY OF LEUKEMIA T-CELL 2 DISORDER.

3. CYCLIC VOMITING.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ALLEGATIONS:

1. HYPERACTIVE ATTENTION DEFICIT DISORDER: The mother states that since 2018, the claimant has had attention deficit hyperactive disorder. She denies him having symptoms of sadness, crying spells, violent acts, homicidal acts, depression, panic attacks, apathy, decreased concentration, or decreased motivation.
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She also states that he does not get angry and bathes every day and does brush his teeth daily. The claimant is a very cooperative pleasant child who did have a flat mood when he came to my office. He does not interact very much and appears to be somewhat shy and isolated. His mental status is normal. He is well-kept and wearing casual attire. His behavior was cooperative. He did have a fairly good eye contact with me. The claimant is alert and he is oriented x 4, but did not respond very well to all the questions. His mannerisms are normal. His concentration appeared to be mildly decreased. His speech rate, clarity, tone and articulation appeared to be decreased, flat, and the claimant as noted earlier does not interact well. However, the mother states he has many friends and that when he is in his school environment, he does play with all the other children and interacts well with all the other siblings. His thought processes and thought content appeared to be normal. Mother denies any hallucinations or suicidal thoughts or attempts. The father did leave the family when he was six years of age. He was not attached to his father. The claimant does have a tendency to get frustrated sometimes in his classes. At the present time, he has been suffering from leukemia T-cell 2 since 2018. He is presently in remission, but has a very aggressive and rare form of cancer that causes T cells to grow uncontrollably in the bone marrow, which would be the white blood cells. The claimant suffers from fatigue, weight loss, malaise, and has had problems with cyclic vomiting as well. There is no substance abuse or alcohol abuse in the family. He is presently on divalproex sodium 250 mg b.i.d., clonidine hydrochloride 0.2 mg q.h.s., and olanzapine 15 mg b.i.d. The mother states that he is responding very well to the medications at this time. He is in the 6th grade and he is 11 years old. The mother states that he does well in school. The mother works and has to support the whole family, but he does function well and appears to be keeping up with the classes. He is in a program where they give him extra time and adjust his needs as needed secondary to his condition.

2. CANCER REMISSION: The mother states that in 2018, he was diagnosed with leukemia T-cell 2 disease which is a cancer that is a very aggressive type of leukemia. It was diagnosed on a routine CBC and it was noted that his white blood cell counts were very high. He has been on chemotherapy for three years, but no radiation. He is presently taking no medications at this time. No bone marrow transplant has been performed and as noted earlier he is in remission. However, the type of cancer that he has, has a very poor prognosis and usually they relapse within two years. However, he appears to have been able to live six years since he was diagnosed. However, his condition at this time is guarded and the claimant appears to be doing fairly well.

3. CYCLIC VOMITING: The mother states that since 2019, which may be secondary to the chemotherapy that was given, he developed cyclic vomiting syndrome. He states the character of the pain was an epigastric pain located in his abdominal area. The mother states he would vomit approximately six times per day and it was uncontrollable. She denies any diarrhea, constipation, melena, or hematemesis, but the child did have severe weakness and had lost 11 pounds within six months. He is not food intolerant to any kind of food, but as noted earlier had difficulty in holding down any kind of food. He was given nasal formula treatments and also had a gastric tube placed in order to maintain his weight and to feed him. He no longer has that at this time.
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At the present time, he is on erythromycin/ethylsuccinate 400 mg/5 mL 1.8 mL q.i.d. He is also on sucralfate 1 g/10 mL 5 mL t.i.d., and also on granisetron 1 mg b.i.d. The mother states that the medication appears to be controlling his cyclic vomiting and he is doing better at this time. He was officially diagnosed with a history of delayed emptying of the stomach. Limitations: The claimant is able to walk one block, stand for six hours, climb two flights of stairs, squat and bend over to pick up clothes. He is right-handed dominant. He is able to write, use a coffee cup, and put his clothes on as well as lift approximately 2 pounds above his head. He is unable to open up a jar top, use a skillet, or sweep a room. He has no assistive devices. His physician is Dr. Adrian Agapito. He is on no medications for pain at this time. He does like to play at school and he does play on the playground, but does minimal activity secondary to feeling weak, fatigued, and having malaise.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The mother states that the claimant at this time does not have any headaches, dizziness, visual problems, hearing problems, shakiness, clumsiness, vomiting, loose stools, hard stools, soiling, bed wetting or day wetting, muscle weakness, abnormal posture, poor appetite, or rashes.
ACTIVITIES OF DAILY LIVING: The claimant lives with his mother and four other siblings. The mother is single and not married at this time. He goes to school and is presently in the 6th grade and doing well. He is approximately 12 years old. The claimant is not a loner. He does not have frequent fights with his peers, adults, or other siblings. He enjoys playing with other children. He enjoys sports and playing with video grains.
DEVELOPMENTAL MILESTONES: The mother states that he was an easy-to-care-for infant from 0 to 18 months of age and was also an easy-to-care-for toddler from 18 to 48 months of age. He sat alone without support at eight months, crawled at six months, walked without support at eight months, said his first words at nine months, said his first sentences at two years of age, self-dressed without help at two years of age, was bladder trained during the day and night at one year of age and was bowel trained at one year of age. During the first three years of life, the child sometimes cried, had extreme mood changes, enjoyed being held and explored the surrounding environment. The claimant rarely had hot temper tantrums, was afraid of new faces, was distractible, was unresponsive to discipline, was destructive, engaged in self-hurting or injuring behavior, or was predictable in terms of sleep and waking patterns. The mother states that the child was frequently active during the time of the first three years of life.
BIRTH HISTORY: The mother states that she had no problems when she was pregnant with her baby. She was delivered at the Women’s Hospital at the Renaissance in Edinburgh, Texas. She was in labor for two hours. The delivery was not aided by instruments, was not a C-section delivery, was a one-baby birth, the baby was not blue at birth or jaundiced, and was not given oxygen at the time of birth.
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The child was not placed in an incubator and there was nothing wrong with the baby at the time of birth. The baby weighed approximately 7 pounds. The mother states that he was of a normal length, but she does not recall what the length was. The mother and the baby stayed in the hospital for one day and then were discharged.
PAST HISTORY: The claimant has a history of seizure disorder. After receiving chemotherapy, he has cyclic vomiting syndrome and also has a history of delayed emptying of the stomach. He also has a T-cell 2 leukemia in remission at this time, which was diagnosed in 2018.
MAJOR SURGERIES: Appendectomy in 2020 and cholecystectomy in 2020.

SOCIAL HISTORY: There is nobody in the family who smokes or drinks alcohol. There is no one else who has had a seizure disorder. There is no one in the family who uses marijuana, cocaine, crack, heroin, or any IV drug abuse. There is no family member with hepatitis, HIV or any sexually transmitted diseases. The child is an almost 12-year-old child that goes to school and is doing fairly well in the 6th grade. He has four other siblings that he is very close to and interacts well with. He has multiple friends at school. The mother is a single mother and does not have support of a husband to help her support the family.
FAMILY HISTORY: The mother is 37 and in good health. The father is 37 and also in good health. There are no other family members with any kind of other disorders.
MEDICATIONS: Divalproex sodium 250 mg b.i.d., clonidine hydrochloride 0.2 mg q.h.s., olanzapine 15 mg one tablet b.i.d., granisetron 1 mg b.i.d., sucralfate 1 g/10 mL 5 mL t.i.d., and erythromycin/ethylsuccinate 400 mg/5 mL 1.8 mL q.i.d.
ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION

HT: 56¼” tall.
WT: 64 lbs.
BMI:
BP: 103/53 mmHg
HR: 67 bpm
RR: 14/min. TEMP: 97.8°F.
GROWTH CHART: The claimant is at the 20 percentile for his height according to his age and is at the 5th percentile for his weight according to his age.

GENERAL: The claimant is a fairly nourished and well-developed male, in no acute distress. He appears to be a very quiet young man who appears to be somewhat shy.
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HEENT: Pupils were equal and reactive to light. Oral mucosa was moist and no pharyngeal erythema or edema was noted.
SNELLEN VISION: OD: Uncorrected is 20/40, pinhole is 20/40. OS: Uncorrected is 20/30 and pinhole is 20/30. Binocular uncorrected is 20/30. The claimant does not wear glasses.

NECK: Supple without thyromegaly or mass.
LUNGS: Clear to auscultation bilaterally.

CARDIAC: Normal S1 and S2 without murmurs, rubs, or gallops.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended, nontender. No hepatosplenomegaly noted. There is a 2 cm below umbilical scar where a gastronomy tube had been placed in order to feed the claimant secondary to not being able to hold down any food. It has since healed and the scar appears to be well intact.
BACK: No palpable deformities or tenderness of the cervical, thoracic, and lumbar spine.

EXTREMITIES: Without clubbing, cyanosis, or edema.
SKIN: No rashes.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Full range of motion of all joints and no evidence of any active inflammation on exam. The claimant had a normal gait and station. He could walk on heels, toes, and squat without any difficulties.
NEUROLOGIC: Cranial Nerves II through XII were grossly intact. Deep tendon reflexes were decreased at 1+ in the triceps, biceps, brachioradialis, and patellar area. Sensory examination to light touch was normal. Cerebellar function was intact. Muscle strength was +5/5 in all groups tested with no evidence of any muscular wasting, but some muscular weakness. The claimant had good fine finger control to dexterous movements.
CLINICAL ASSESSMENT: The claimant showed some mild evidence of mild decreased vision which was minor, but no hearing problems. There was no facial dysmorphism or skeletal anomalies. There was no physical evidence indicating side effects of medication. The claimant’s behavior and attention span was mildly decreased. He related to and interacts well with his mother, but somewhat decreased with the examiner although he did answer all my questions. His affect is appropriate but somewhat flat. His speech both quantity and quality is not very spontaneous, but appears to be somewhat imitation age appropriate.
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The claimant may have been shy. He appears to be doing very well in school. His receptive, expressive, and communicative ability was somewhat decreased. His general health shows some evidence of abnormality of poor weight gain and general well-being secondary to his cyclic vomiting syndrome, which appears to be stable at this time.
DIAGNOSES:

1. ATTENTION DEFICIT HYPERACTIVE DISORDER - being treated with multiple medications and appears to be very stable and doing well at this time and appears to be functioning well at school.

2. LEUKEMIA SECONDARY TO T-CELL 2 DISORDER – is a cancerous blood disorder of leukocytes. The claimant appears to be stable at this time and is in remission and has been in remission since 2021. His condition is stable and being monitored closely.

3. CYCLIC VOMITING SYNDROME / HISTORY OF DELAYED EMPTYING OF STOMACH – being treated at this time and appears to be stable and responding well to the medications that are being given.
PROGNOSIS: Fair to poor. The claimant appears to be doing well at this time. However, the life expectancy of this chronic cancer is about 20 months after diagnosis although he has done very well with the chemotherapy and usually the second treatment when they are treated after a relapse, the patients have a tendency to live six to nine months. His prognosis is poor and extremely guarded at this time.
