CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right thumb pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed swelling in the right thumb and also there is pain on the flexor tendon sometimes get trigger thumb. The patient did not remember any trauma to the right thumb. Pain level is 4 to 5 and it is relieved after resting.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, joint pain, rashes, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
