CC: Right lateral lower extremity wound.

HPI: A 93-year-old gentleman with history of DM-II, hypertension, and peripheral vascular disease, has a wound superior to his ankle right side. Wound has started out as small and with wound care and antibiotic courses has not fully healed and it is now increasing in size with slough within the wound bed. There is surrounding pink, but no redness, no warmth and the patient has decreased sensation of his lower extremities, so it is difficult to judge the absence of pain. The patient had a dressing in place when seen that was placed today and will be changed three days in 03/05. I have spoken to the patient about getting additional care for his wound currently it has been him doing his own wound care when no staff is available or staff are doing it or not wound care trained have done the best they can and it has been helpful up to this point.
The patient is ambulatory with the use of a walker, has had no falls. His DM-II is well-managed on low-dose oral medication. The patient’s HTN, he takes routine BP medications and has p.r.n. clonidine to be given with intended parameters and he is required the p.r.n. 10 days out of the month.
DIAGNOSES: DM-II, chronic vascular wound, hypertension, chronic lower extremity edema, and peripheral neuropathy.

ALLERGIES: BIAXIN.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
DIET: NCS.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Chronic right lower extremity vascular wound was managed, but never fully resolved and now currently increasing in size and drainage. Select Home Health will evaluate and follow the patient providing wound care as needed and assess for any additional skilled care needs.

2. General care. I spoke with the patient and explained why I was doing this, he is agreeable to whatever will help it either resolve or stay at the minimum without infection.
