The patient had hypocalcemia per lab, so started her on TUMS to elevate that, 500 mg tablets were ordered, family brought in 750 mg, so we will simply adjust her order to reflect the new dose and the patient is also on Lipitor, it has been ordered. She has I believe a mail order that this is coming from and has not yet arrived and would not until the end of the month.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Hypocalcemia. TUMS 750 mg one tablet p.o. as directed.

2. Hyperlipidemia. Lipitor is to be held until pharmacy delivers approximately 03/25/24.
