The patient has recently kind of made a resurgence where she is more awake and she is talking, she has asked for different help or assistance and it is just kind of like some new life has come into her, which is great. The patient’s son Russell is her POA, he is involved in his mother’s care coming to see her on a weekly basis, generally on the weekend, as he is a pastor. There are things that he now has to handle from an income tax as well as a property perspective on his mother’s behalf, so he is asking for a letter of incapacity so that he can address some of her personal things financial and otherwise. He was contacted and told the letter would be done and it would be mailed to his private residence.
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
