HPI: A 77-year-old who is on large amount of diuretic. She has end-stage liver disease with ascites and hypoproteinemia, which results in lower extremity edema. She is on spironolactone 50 mg q.a.m. and having had a recent discontinuation of torsemide total of 60 mg q.d. So, she is on Effer-K 10 mEq q.d. She is not able to tolerate the taste of it, but would like to see if she can have like two ounces of water and just drop the Effer-K in that and she will drink the liquid. She stated they did it for her earlier today, but they put it in full 6 to 8 ounces of water, which was more than she wanted to drink. So, order is written for her request and hopefully it will be carried through.
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
