CC: Scalp laceration.

HPI: A 78-year-old male with advanced dementia had a fall for which he went to the ER on 02/18/24, had a laceration that required staples and it is past due for staple removal. The patient initially refused when the initial attempt was done, but today was re-approached and told that it needs to be done before there are problems and he is in agreement. I also spoke with the patient’s daughter/POA Shelley Fazio who came to the unit to visit her father and states she has been out of the country with work, noted that I had called her and she did not return the call because she was in Saudi Arabia. Overall, she seems pleased with how her father looks and how he is doing. She asked him if he wanted to go to her and her husband’s house to spend some time with them this afternoon and he was excited to do so.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced unspecified dementia, gait instability with multiple falls, some injuries, behavioral issues in the form of spontaneous walking and refusal to use a wheelchair often which results in falls, CAD, HTN, insomnia, anxiety and depression.

MEDICATIONS: Estradiol 2 mg q.o.d., lisinopril 10 mg q.d., Zoloft 100 mg q.d., trazodone 50 mg h.s., olanzapine 7.5 mg q a.m., Tylenol 500 mg ES one p.o. b.i.d. p.r.n.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is seated in wheelchair which he propels without difficulty. He was alert and engaging with family.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 138/75, pulse 72, temperature 97.0, and respirations 18.

HEENT: He had his corrective lenses on. Sclera clear. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa. The vertex of his scalp, he has a staple in place. There is good healing of the laceration and explained to him that the staple would be removed.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: He propels his manual wheelchair without difficulty. He has +1 hard edema of the ankles and distal pretibial area. Moves arms in a normal range of motion. He will spontaneously stand and try to walk generally results in a fall. He can self-transfer.

SKIN: He has bruises in various stages of healing and some abrasions that are healing.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Fall with injury. The patient sustained a scalp laceration and has staples that need to be removed and they will be done today by nurse.

2. Discussion with POA. I reviewed the patient’s medications at her request and talked about how he is doing at this point in time. She is pleased with his care. The issue of hospice was not brought up and they actually ended up taking her father out without checking him out at the front desk or with anyone in on the unit.
