CC: Followup on C-spine fracture.
HPI: An 80-year-old female who on January 13, 2024, had a fall that resulted in a C4 vertebral fracture nondisplaced. She was seen by neurosurgeon who placed her in a C-spine caller and told her that she needed to wear it until the fracture was healed. She is about seven weeks out from the initial fracture and that is when he told her that it was okay to get films. So I told her that we would do x-rays today pending the results. She would be able to either get rid of the caller or have to continue to wear. Also the patient’s niece/POA requests mobile therapy for the patient. At this point the patient tends to stay in her room, will come out for meals occasionally that is improving, does not participate in activities and part of it she does not want to be seen in her caller. So hopefully as we get rid of the caller she will be able to do some therapy so the order is written for them to see her and evaluate and assess that treatment of neck and shoulder range of motion and anything else they determine would be a benefit for the patient and told her I would follow up with the x-ray results.
