The patient is a 75-year-old gentleman with history of malignant neoplasm of rectum, is being recertified today. The patient is 75 years old with malignant neoplasm of rectum as I mentioned. Since last certification, the patient has lost 7.5 pounds, increased confusion, decreased memory, cannot rule out worsening brain metastatic disease, sleeps majority of day; 16-18 hours, KPS score remains at 40%. He is totally completely disabled. He is bedbound/has a total ADL dependency with bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient has been visited by the hospice nurse as well as aides on regular basis. The family is responsible for changing the patient’s position every two hours to reduce risk of pressure ulcers. The patient’s weight loss is secondary to decreased appetite and worsening rectum along with increased size of metastatic disease. The patient’s pain is controlled at this time and remains obtunded. The patient is very much hospice appropriate with most likely less than six months to live.
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
