CC: Hospice issues.

HPI: The patient is an 80-year-old female who family revoked Traditions Hospice stating they were not happy with them or unhappy with something that had occurred, so they then discontinued seeing her about two and half weeks ago. They then requested to be followed by Anthem Hospice as the nurse who had been with Traditions had moved to Anthem and they liked the nurse, so they wanted to continue the patient receiving her care. So, Anthem was also acknowledging that she did not meet criteria as it is, the thing they were banking on is that she would have a low albumin to the point that she would meet criteria for severe protein-calorie malnutrition. The Anthem staff were here this morning and saw her lab after I checked it and knew that her protein and albumin were not low enough to meet criteria, so she will not be picked up by Anthem as they are following guidelines. When I went into see Judy, out of her room came a female who introduced herself to me and she is a family friend and her name is listed on Judy’s contact list. She told me that she had spoken with Richard Chappell, the patient’s POA and that he was going to contact hospice another if needed to follow her. She then left. Shortly, thereafter, another nurse coming from the community I observed going into the patient’s room, so I went in and introduced myself as her physician and she knew who I was and stated that Providence Hospice had been contacted by Mr. Chappell to evaluate the patient and I told them that she could go ahead and evaluate her and that here is her chart; however, she had not been picked up by another hospice because she does not meet criteria and she took a look at things and saw that the patient did not, so she went ahead and spent time talking to her and then talked with me afterwards and stated that it was evident that she does not meet enough criteria to qualify for hospice. I then later called the patient’s POA and told him that while she does not meet hospice criteria that she may meet home health criteria if he is interested to request they evaluate her and he stated to go ahead and have them take a look at her.
