FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION

Mr. Moore is a 75-year-old gentleman who is currently on hospice. He is being evaluated for face-to-face evaluation today at 2:30 p.m. The patient is on hospice with Alzheimer’s dementia, hypoxemia, behavioral issues, FAST score of 7C, MAC of 27.5 cm, total dependency on ADLs and bowel and bladder incontinence.
The patient has a history of COPD/asthma, uses oxygen at 2 liters along with bronchodilators albuterol on regular basis. The patient’s oxygen saturation is at 91% with 2 liters of oxygen at this time. The patient requires around the clock caregiver. He has lost 5 pounds from the last visit and continues to have severe weakness, history of hypertension, anxiety, and sundowner’s syndrome. He also suffers from cor pulmonale, pulmonary hypertension causing pedal edema and worsening shortness of breath. He continues to have significant decline both in physical and cognitive health. He has a KPS score of 40%. His decline is unavoidable.
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
