He has protein calorie malnutrition, ADL dependency, and bowel and bladder incontinence. Most recently MAC was reported at 23 cm on the right side given his weight loss. O2 saturation at 94% on room air. Blood pressure 142/88 today. He is no stranger to aspiration and continues to have issues with aspiration on regular basis. Also has a history of urinary tract infection. Given natural progression of his disease. He most likely has less than six months to live. His FAST score is now 7B.
