ABDOMEN: Normal bowel sounds. No rebound. No guarding. No tenderness to palpation. No distention. No visible peristalsis.
HEENT: Normal.

Neck: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

Respiratory: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
ASSESSMENT:
