HISTORY: This is a 70-year-old gentleman here for followup. The patient was recently seen on Monday 03/10/2025 for testicular pain. He was sent for an ultrasound. He is back with the results today and incidentally the ultrasound was ready yesterday. There was an urgent call from the facility because of a significant finding on the ultrasound, but the patient said he wants to come in today.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient also complains of runny nose and sore throat. He states this has been going on for a while.
The patient states his throat pain is about 4/10 worse with swallowing. Denies fever. Denies chills. Denies myalgia. Denies nausea, vomiting or diarrhea.
All systems were reviewed and were negative except those mentioned above. The patient also states he continues to have 7/10 testicular pain.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, obese gentleman.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.
Blood pressure 154/96.
Pulse 72.
Respiration: 18.

Temperature 97.5.

Negative Prehn's sign; however, testicular diffusely tender and his scrotal sac is edematous. There is a palpable soft mass in his testicles. I suspect this could be a hematoma.
NOSE: Congested clear discharge, erythematous and edematous turbinates.
EYES: Watery discharge, no conjunctival injection.

THROAT: Erythematous and edematous tonsils, pharynx and uvula. Uvula is midline and mobile. No exudates present.

NECK: No rigidity. No meningeal signs.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Left testicular rupture.
2. Rhinitis.

3. Sore throat.

4. Strep and flu are tested in the clinic. These tests were negative.
PLAN: I called urology office of Dr. Quatro. Urology is called Spring Creek Urology. I spoke directly with Dr. Quatro with whom I discussed the patient’s presentation findings and physical examination and findings of the left testicular rupture on ultrasound. He advised that I send the patient to be seen in his office today at 2:30. The patient also instructed and he said he will be there. He was given the opportunity to ask question, he states he has none. He was sent home with XYZ Mouthwash for his sore throat to gargle 20 mL every day for four days, also Allegra 180 mg one p.o. daily for his runny nose. He was given the opportunities to ask questions, he states he has none.
