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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient does not remember the exact date.  He remembers when he was in his 20s.  He was onboard on the USS Midway in the mid of the ocean.  A heavy object, resting gear shank which is heavy metal object, fell about 20-foot, on to the back of his head.  He thinks it is approximately 20 pounds.  It was the heavy metal object hit the back of the head and he immediately lost consciousness.  He fell to the ground.  He does not know how long he was on the ground.  When he woke-up, the patient has severe headache, confusion, and disorientation.  It was bleeding in the back of the head.  He immediately had medical treatment.  He was evaluated and he was confused and disoriented for the next few days.  He was not working.  The patient took several days to recover.
The patient currently has significant headaches sensitivity to light, tinnitus, hearing loss, balance difficulties, sleep problems, anxiety, trouble turning the neck, memory difficulties, recall difficulties, difficulty following conversation, anger, and frustration issues.  The patient can get angry easily.  He gets frustrated easily.  The patient also has concentration difficulties.
The patient is currently a heavy equipment mechanic.  The patient is working on caterpillar.  He tells me that the headache and sensitivity to light are significantly affecting his job and some difficulties in recall issues.  Those are limiting his ability to remember his task duties.  The patient also has difficulty to follow conversation at work.  The patient tells me that these symptoms are significantly affecting his job performance.
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
